 The Community Partnership, a 501(c)(3) non-profit public charity established in 2006 to provide supplemental funding for academic enhancement, technology, capital projects and extra-curricular activities for Egg Harbor Township Public Schools. 

Over the past five years, Egg Harbor Township School District employees have pledged more than $26,000 to the Atlantic County Public Employees Charitable Campaign, which has more than 400 participating agencies that offer a myriad of health, human, environmental and animal rights services both locally and around the world. 

Since 2007, the Community Partnership has been an approved designee agency with United Way of Atlantic-Cape Public Employees Charitable Campaign (PECC) and the Combined Federal Campaign (CFC). Each campaign allows State or Federal employees who participate in this once-a-year campaign through their employer, the opportunity to designate that their donation go to support the work of a multitude of approved local, state, national or international charitable agencies and organizations.
State, County and Federal employees can designate the Community Partnership for Egg Harbor Township Schools, Inc. as the recipient of their generosity simply by listing the agency’s name and code number -- #6119 for United Way Public Employees Charitable Campaign (PECC) or # 32428 for South Jersey Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) -- on their pledge 
forms.  
According to their website, the CFC is the largest single-employer charity campaign in the South Jersey Area, and represents more than 23,000 federal employees. More than 4,000 employees contributed and raised $889,000 for charitable causes in the community, throughout 
the country and around the world during the 2010 South Jersey CFC Campaign. 
In 1985, the New Jersey state legislation created an approved workplace campaign for all public employees in the state of New Jersey. Public institutions, whose definition includes all state, county, township, and municipal organizations and all schools must participate in the Public Employees Charitable Campaign (PECC) in order to solicit employees for payroll deduction pledges. Each recipient agency must meet strict state and local guidelines to ensure that gifts are put to the best possible use.
Donors can designate all or part of their gift to any of the organizations listed in campaign materials via a one-time check or cash contribution, or through company-approved payroll deductions.  Each agency must meet strict state and local guidelines to assure that gifts are put to the best possible use.
Formed in 2006, the Community Partnership for Egg Harbor Township Schools, Inc. has raised more than $160,000 for an LED Marquee Sign for the high school, new playgrounds at two elementary schools, an academic pilot program for special needs students, interactive classroom technology, Automated External Defibrillators, AP Tests, lacrosse team safety equipment, and a Steinway Grand Piano for the new high school Performing Arts Center.
